ARTICLE |
Name

ARTICLE Il
Objects

Section 1. To provide this Multiple Districtwit h an ef fi ci ent organizati on, h ¢
representatives, the District Governors in the Multiple District, for the express purpose of advancing Lionism
and providing proper administration throughout the Multiple District.

ARTICLE 1l
Membership

Section 1. The membership of this organization shall consist of all Lions Clubs in the Multiple District duly
chartered by Lions Clubs International and in good standing with Lions Clubs International, their respective
District, and the Multiple District. Wherever the male gender or pronoun presently appears in the Multiple
District 11 Constitution and By-Laws, it shall be interpreted to mean both male and female persons.

Section 2. The Multiple District shall be divided into ten (10) Districts, the boundary lines of which are as
follows:

District 11 A-1 Monroe and Wayne Counties

District 11 A-2 Macomb and Oakland Counties

District 11 B-1  Branch, Calhoun, Hillsdale, Jackson, Lenawee, and Washtenaw Counties

District 11 B-2  Berrien, Cass, Kalamazoo, St. Joseph, and VanBuren Counties

District 11 C-1  Allegan, Barry, lonia, Kent, Muskegon, and Ottawa Counties

District 11 C-2 Clinton, Eaton, Gratiot, Ingham, Livingston, and Shiawassee Counties

District 11 D-1 Bay, Saginaw, Tuscola, and Genesee Counties

District 11 D-2  Huron, Sanilac, Lapeer, and St. Clair Counties

District 11 E-1 Benzie, Clare, Grand Traverse, Isabella, Lake, Leelanau, Manistee, Mason,
Mecosta, Midland, Missaukee, Montcalm, Newaygo, Oceana, Osceola, and Wexford
Counties



District 11 E-2  Alcona, Alpena, Antrim, Arenac, Charlevoix, Cheboygan, Crawford, Emmet,
Gladwin, losco, Kalkaska, Montmorency, Ogemaw, Oscoda, Otsego, Presque Isle,
and Roscommon Counties

Section 3. Should the multiple district desire to add one or more sub-districts thereto or to otherwise change
or redistrict any one or more existing sub-districts in any way, the multiple district shall submit to the
International Board of Directors a redistricting proposal approved by a convention of the multiple district and
the convention of the redistricting sub-district(s), together with a map showing boundary lines for all proposed
sub-districts and a list showing the Lions Clubs which shall comprise each proposed sub-district. Provided,
however, approval by the convention of redistricting sub-district(s) is not required if the respective redistricting
sub-district does not meet the minimum district requirements of thirty-five (35) clubs in good standing and a
total membership of at least one thousand two hundred fifty (1,250) Lions Club members in good standing.

ARTICLE IV
Multiple District Officers

Section 1. The District Governors of the respective Districts shall be the officers of the Multiple District.

ARTICLE V
Multiple District Council

Section 1. There shall be a Multiple District Council composed of all District Governors in the Multiple District
and a Council Chairperson, who shall be a Past District Governor, elected by a majority of the Council which
he/she will serve. Each member of the Council of Governors, including the Council Chairperson, shall have
one (1) vote on each question requiring action of the Council of Governors. The Council Chairperson shall
serve for a one-year term only and cannot serve in that capacity again.

Section 2. The Multiple District Council shall employ an Executive Secretary and appoint a Multiple District
Treasurer, neither of which shall have a vote in any meeting or action of the Council. The Executive
Secretary and Multiple District Treasurer may be combined in the same person.

Section 3. A majority of the Multiple District Council shall constitute a quorum for transaction of its business
at any meeting duly called as hereinafter provided.

Section 4. The first meeting of the Multiple District Council shall be held within thirty (30) days after the date
on which the District Governors officially take office to appoint a Multiple District Treasurer and for discussion
of other matters pertaining to the Multiple District. This meeting shall be convened on notice given by the
Executive Secretary then in office. Subsequent meetings shall be held at such times and places deemed
necessary and advisable, by call of the Chairperson or by action of the Council at duly called meetings. Not
less than three (3) days notice shall be given for such meetings unless such notice is waived by any
Governor unable to attend, giving such waiver in writing or other communication the Council Chairperson or
Executive Secretary.

ARTICLE VI
Multiple District Convention

Section 1-a. A convention of the Multiple District shall be held each year no later than the third (3") weekend
in May. The time and place shall be fixed by the Multiple District Council.

Section 1-b. The purpose of the Multiple District Convention is to: Conduct the business of the Multiple
District, present instructional and/or motivational seminars, and promote fellowship among the attendees.



Section 2. The Chairperson of the Multiple District Council shall receive all invitations in writing from those
desiring to host any Multiple District Convention not less than 25 months prior to the requested date. The
Multiple District Council shall announce the time and place selected by them to the Multiple District
Convention next. The Multiple District Council shall retain and have the absolute power to change at any
time, for good and sufficient reason, without the Multiple District or individual Districts incurring any liability
whatsoever, the city or place of holding the Multiple District Convention.

Section 3. The Multiple District Council shall have supervision over all phases of the Multiple District
Convention program. The Council shall appoint the Chairperson of the Multiple District Convention
Committee.

Section 4. The members of the Multiple District Council shall be the officers of the annual Multiple District
Convention.

Section 5-a. A meeting of each District in the Multiple District may be held at the Multiple District Convention,
at which the District Governor and Vice District Governor may be nominated and elected. Financial and other
reports may be presented, and other business may be conducted.

Section 5-b. A meeting of each Region in the Multiple District may be held at the Multiple District
Convention, at which time Region Chairmen may be nominated and elected.

Section 5-c. The Council of Governors shall provide appropriate and adequate time at the Multiple District
Convention for District Elections as long as any district chooses to hold elections at the Multiple District
Convention.

Section 6-a. Each chartered club in the Multiple District in good standing shall be entitled to one voting
delegate and one alternate for each ten (10) members of said club, or major fraction thereof, as shown by the
records of the International Office on the first day of the month last preceding that month during which the
convention is held. Each such vote on any question can be cast only by a delegate present in person at the
convention, and no delegate shall cast more than one vote on each question. The Council of Governors will
provide a method(s) whereby delegates present at any duly scheduled or announced meeting of the Multiple
District shall constitute a quorum. Full delegate status is granted to each past international president, past
international director, international president, international vice president, international director and district
governor to his/her multiple district and district convention, but shall not be included in the delegate quota of
his/her club for any such convention.

Section 6-b. A Club, to be in good standing, shall have paid its District and Multiple District per capita taxes
in accordance with Article XII, Sections 2 and 3, respectively, of the Constitution; its Lions International per
capita tax in accordance with the Lions International Constitution; and any other financial obligation to the
District, the Multiple District, or Lions International. A Club in good standing shall not have financial
obligations of more than $50 more than 90 days past due.

Section 7. Delegates present at any duly scheduled or announced meeting of the Multiple District
Convention shall constitute a quorum.

Section 8. An official report of the Convention Proceedings shall be mailed to all clubs in the Multiple District
by the Multiple District Council within ninety (90) days after the close of the Multiple District Convention.
Publication in the Lion Pride Magazine shall be construed as fulfilling this requirement. Any club desiring a
copy of the complete minutes of the Convention shall receive same upon written request by the Club
Secretary.



Section 9. Option for District Convention. Each sub-district of Multiple District 11 shall have the option of
conducting its own District Convention, held at least thirty (30) days prior to the International Convention, at
which time elections may be held. The District must, however, give two (2) months notice of such meeting to
the Council of Governors in writing, with a copy to the Executive Secretary. Such District meeting dates and
locations shall be selected by the voting members of the District Cabinet. The District Governor shall have
supervision over all phases of such District Convention. Delegates present at any duly scheduled or annual
convention of the District shall constitute a quorum. An official report of such duly scheduled meeting shall be
mailed to all clubs in the District by the District Cabinet within sixty (60) days of said meeting, with a copy
mailed to Lions Clubs International and to the State Office of the Lions of Michigan. Results of the elections
shall be reported to Lions Clubs International and the State Office within 24 hours of such elections.

Section 10. The Council of Governors may make the following Convention Appointments: Song Leader and
Chaplain. The Council shall appoint a Lion who is knowledgeable in parliamentary procedure to serve as
Parliamentarian.

Section 11. The assignment of persons to serve as members of the Credentials, Elections, Nominations
and Sergeant-At-Arms Committees for Multiple District Conventions shall be made by the Multiple District
Convention Committee and its chairperson. This provision shall in no way have any effect on the
Constitutions or By-Laws of the sub-districts of Multiple District 11.

ARTICLE VII
District Officers

Section 1. The Officers of each district shall be: The District Governor, who shall be the presiding officer;
the Immediate Past District Governor; the Vice District Governor; the Cabinet Secretary and/or Treasurer; the
Region Chairs; the Zone Chairs; and the Presidents and Secretaries of the Clubs in the District.

Section 2. A District Governor shall be an active member in good standing of a chartered Lions Club in good
standing in his district and shall have served or will have served at the time he takes office as District
Governor:

A. As President of a Lions Club for a full term or major portion thereof, and a member of the
Board of Directors for no less than two (2) additional years.

B. As Zone Chair or Region Chair or Cabinet Secretary and/or Treasurer for a full term or major
portion thereof; and

C. Currently be serving as the Vice District Governor within the district from which he/she is to be
elected.

D. Only in the event the current Vice District Governor does not stand for election as District

Governor, or if a vacancy in the position of Vice District Governor exists at the time of the
district convention, any club member who fulfills the qualifications for the office of Vice District
Governor as set forth in Article VII, Section 3, and who is currently serving or who has served
one (1) additional year as a member of the district cabinet, shall fulfill the requirements of sub-
section C. of this Section.

E. None of the above may be accomplished concurrently.

F. Inasmuch as the office of Region Chair is an elective position, and in order to give candidates
sufficient time to campaign, candidates for the office of District Governor shall declare their
intention whether to utilize Region Chairs on or before January 2 of the year in which they
seek election; otherwise it is understood that the office of Region Chair shall be utilized.

No incumbent District Governor, elected or appointed and serving a full term, may stand for election or be
appointed to succeed himself/herself from the same district. He/she may hold the same office, after the



passing of at least one association year, for one additional term only, and only for special, urgent or serious
circumstances as approved by the International Board of Directors.

Section 3. A candidate for the office of Vice District Governor shall:

A. Be an active member in good standing of a chartered Lions Club in good standing in his/her
sub-district.

B. Secure the endorsement of his/her club or a majority of the clubs in his/her sub-district.

C. Have served or will have served at the time he/she takes office as Vice District Governor:

@ As President of a Lions Club or a full term or major portion thereof, and a member of
the Board of Directors of a Lions Club for no less than two (2) additional years, and

(2 As Zone Chair or Region Chair or Cabinet Secretary and/or Treasurer for a full term or
major portion thereof.

3 None of the above may be accomplished concurrently.

Section 4. The Region Chairs shall be members in good standing of a club in their Region and shall be
elected for a term of one year by a majority vote of the delegates present from the clubs in the Region at the
Annual Convention of the Clubs in their District, as provided in Article VI, Section 5-b or Section 9 of this
Constitution. They shall take office immediately on adjournment of the International Convention next
succeeding their election, serving until adjournment of the next following International Convention. The
Region Chairs shall have served as:

A. President or Secretary of a Lions Club for a full term or major portion thereof, or as a member
of the Club Board of Directors for a total of three (3) years, and

B. Zone Chair or Cabinet Secretary and/or Treasurer of a District for a full term or major portion
thereof.

Section 5. The District Governor shall appoint within thirty (30) days after he/she officially takes office, one
Zone Chair in each Zone of his/her District, said appointment to be made with the assistance of the
respective Region Chair (if utilized). A Zone Chair shall be a member in good standing of a club within the
zone in which he/she will serve, and shall have served as President of a Lions club for a full term or major
portion thereof, and a member of the Board of Directors of a Lions Club for no less than two (2) additional
years. He/she shall be appointed by and serve at the pleasure of the District Governor.

Section 6. Each officer appointed by the District Governor shall be a member in good standing of a
chartered Lions Club in good standing within the District.

Section7. | n the event of a vacancy in the District Gove
Governor or Club President or Secretary, the District Governor shall have the power to fill such vacancy for
the unexpired term thereof.

Section 8. In the event any Region Chair shall during his term of office move his/her club membership into a
Region other than the one from which he/she was elected, the term of office of such Region Chair shall
terminate immediately, and his/her successor for the remaining term shall immediately be appointed by the
District Governor. This appointment must be approved by two-thirds vote of the cabinet.

Section 9. In the event any Zone Chair shall during his term of office move his/her club membership into a
Zone other than the one from which he/she was appointed, the term of office of such Zone Chair shall
terminate immediately, and his/her successor for the remaining term shall be appointed by the District
Governor.



Section 10. There shall be no salary paid to any officer of any District in this Multiple District; nor shall any
officer of this Multiple District be paid a salary.

ARTICLE VI
Di strict Governords Cabinet

Sectionl. Ther e shall be a District Gov ectGoeemorasitspeebiding et |,
officer, the Immediate Past District Governor, the Vice District Governor, the Region Chairs, the Zone Chairs,

and the Cabinet Secretary and/or Treasurer. The Committee Chairs and all committee persons of the

various District Committees shall be ex-officio members with no vote.

Section 2. The District Governor shall appoint a Cabinet Secretary and/or Treasurer who shall be a member
in good standing of a club in the District.

each guarter during the year, and the first of these meetings shall be held within forty-five (45) days after the
adjournment of the preceding International Convention. Ten (10) days written notice of the District

and shall be called upon written request made either to the District Governor or to the Cabinet Secretary

and/or Treasurer by a majority of the members of the Cabinet. Not less than five (5) days and not more than

ten (10) days written or telegraphic notice of spec
given to each member by the Cabinet Secretary and/or Treasurer.

ARTICLE IX
District Organization

Section 1. Each District shall be divided by its District Governor into Regions of preferably sixteen (16) or

less clubs each, due regard having been given to the geographical locations of the clubs, and shall be subject

to change by the District Governor as is deemed necessary for the best interests of Lionism and the

i ndividual Lions Clubs. Such changes are to be mad:
not less than ninety (90) days prior to the Multiple District Convention and to become effective with the next
succeeding term of office.

Section 2. Each Region shall be divided by the District Governor into Zones, which Zones shall be

composed preferably of eight (8) or less Lions Clubs each, due regard having been given to the geographical
locations of the clubs, and shall be subject to change by the District Governor as is deemed necessary for the

best interests of Lionism and the individual Lions Clubs. Such changes are to be made with the approval of

the District Governor ' s Caybsprioréothe Multiple Distict Gonventiom andtoi net
become effective with the next succeeding term of office.

Section 3. Meetings of all the member clubs in a Region shall be designated and known as Region
Meetings, and Region Meetings shall be held throughout the District during the year at times and places to be
fixed by the Region Chair in active charge. Such Region Meetings shall be so arranged and of such a
number as will make it possible and convenient for the members of each Club in the District to attend at least
one of such meetings a year. All such Region Meetings shall be under the supervision of the District
Governor.



ARTICLE X
District Governords Advisory Committe

Sectionl. There shall be a District GohZene composesl of helZomes or y
Chair and the Presidents and Secretaries of the Clubs in the Zone. The Zone Chair shall chair this
Committee.

Section 2. The Zone Chair in each particular Zone shall call and conduct no fewer than three, and preferably
fourmeetings of this District Governor’s Advisory Com
shall be held within sixty (60) days after the adjournment of the preceding International Convention; and the

second, in the month of November; the third, in the month of February or March; and the fourth,

approximately sixty (60) days prior to the International Convention.

ARTICLE Xl
District Governordés Honorary Committe

Sectionl. There may be i n each District a .DhesnembershipofGover
this committee shall consist chiefly of Past International Presidents, Past International Directors, and Past

District Governors within the District; and the members of this committee shall be appointed by the District
Governor. The Immediate Past District Governor may chair this committee.

ARTICLE XlI
District and Multiple District Revenue

Section 1. The expenses of Multiple District 11 shall be met by an annual per capita tax of not less than
eleven dollars and twenty-five cents ($11.25). The amount to be assessed and retained by the District shalll
be determined by each District at the Annual District Convention or as provided by the District Constitution
and By-Laws, provided however that a minimum of one dollar and twenty-five cents ($1.25) shall be assessed
by each sub-district.

Section 2. Said per capita tax shall be collected in each District by the respective Cabinet Secretary and/or
Treasurer in two (2) semi-annual payments as follows: One-half of the above stated tax on August 15" and
one-half on January 15" to cover the respective six (6) months period of the fiscal year. The billing shall be
based upon the membership figures as reported by Club Secretaries to Lions Clubs International on their
June and December reports immediately preceding the billing period. New clubs shall be billed beginning
with the month following the date of their charter, and reorganized clubs shall be billed beginning with the
month following the date of their reorganization on a basis of the percent of the year remaining.

Section 3. Each Cabinet Secretary-Treasurer shall forward to the Multiple District Treasurer the sum of ten
dollars ($10.00) from the per capita tax in semi-annual payments as follows: Five dollars ($5.00) on
September 15 and five dollars ($5.00) on February 15. Failure of a District to forward such per capita tax to
the Multiple District Treasurer within 30 days from due date shall be reason to consider that District not in
good standing. Such District, its clubs and members, shall forfeit all communication, voting and meeting
privileges, or shall not otherwise participate in any Multiple District 11 programs or events until all delinquent
per capita tax and fees shall have been received by the Multiple District Treasurer.



ARTICLE XIlI
Administration of District Funds

Section 1. The funds retained by the Cabinet Secretary and/or Treasurer shall become and remain a fund of
said District and shall be disbursed only for administrative expenses of the District as are approved by the
District Governor's Cabinet. Payments out of said
signed by the Cabinet Secretary and/or Treasurer and countersigned by the District Governor, unless

otherwise provided by the District Cabinet.

Section 2. Expenses of the District Governor in connection with his attendance at the Lions International
Convention shall be considered a District Administrative expense.

Section 3. The District Governor and his Cabinet shall not incur expenses in excess of the anticipated
income from the annual per capita District Administrative Fund Tax based on semi-annual billings.

Section 4. The Cabinet Secretary and/or Treasurer shall be required to make bond in such amount as shall
be approved by the District Governor's Cabinet.

Section5. The District Governor’s Cabinet shal Ithe@abineti de
Secretary and/or Treasurer annually or at more frequent intervals, if necessary, by a competent auditor, and

a statement of financial condition of the District shall be sent to each club in the District at the close of the

fiscal year.

ARTICLE XIV
Administration of Multiple District Funds

Section 1. The Multiple District Treasurer shall receive the semi-annual per capita tax (see Article XII,
Section 3) from the respective District Cabinet Secretary and/or Treasurer and shall allocate these funds as
directed by the Multiple District Council of Governors.

Section 2. The Multiple District Treasurer shall prepare an annual budget for the succeeding fiscal year and
shall present same to the Multiple District Convention. The budget shall contain allocations for:

A. A Restricted Fund of fifty cents ($.50) per member to accumulate for the purpose of promoting
future candidates for International Office. This fund is to be under joint Trusteeship of the
Multiple District Council of Governors and the Liaison Committee.

B. Multiple District Convention operation and expenses of twenty-four cents ($.24).
C. International Convention, Administrative Expenses—such as Council Meetings, committee
meetings, operation of t hedothex aminigtrativedundSecr et ar

deemed necessary by the Council.

Section 3. The Council of Governors shall have jurisdiction over all funds allocated to or collected by
committees appointed by the Council. Such funds shall be deposited with the Multiple District Treasurer and
expended only upon authority granted by the Multiple District Council.

Section 4. The Multiple District Council shall order an annual certified audit of all funds that are under the
jurisdiction of the Council. Such audit shall be performed by a certified public accountant.



Section 5. When the Lions of Michigan have a member elected as Lions International President, we accept
the inherent fiscal responsibilities for having a member in such an office. If and when the Council of
Governors and the Liaison Committee deem it necessary to fulfill this obligation, these funds shall come from
an additional fifty cents ($.50) semi-annual increase in dues for no more than two (2) years, and the increase
shall be added to that portion of the dues under the jurisdiction of the Liaison Committee.

ARTICLE XV
Magazine

Section 1. The Council of Governors shall be given authority to establish a non-profit corporation to publish
a magazine for the Lions of Michigan of nine (9) issues per year, provided however that the number of issues
in any one year may be reduced if, in the judgment of the Board of Directors of the corporation, an
emergency situation should occur. The subscription price shall be four dollars and fifty cents ($4.50) per year
per member. Said subscription price shall be levied and collected on a semi-annual basis with dues. New
clubs shall be billed beginning with the month following their date of charter, and reorganized clubs shall be
billed beginning with the month following reorganization. Said subscription fees shall be remitted to the
Multiple District Treasurer, who shall transfer all subscription fees to the corporation. Single issues of the
magazine will be priced at fifty cents ($.50) per issue, limited to the number available.

ARTICLE XVI
Effective Date

Section 1. This Constitution and By-Laws shall become in full force and effect when it has been adopted by
a majority affirmative vote of the registered delegates present and voting at the Multiple District Convention of
Multiple District 11, Lower Peninsula, State of Michigan, Lions Clubs International.

ARTICLE XVII
Amendments

Section 1. This Constitution can be amended only at the Annual Multiple District Convention, by resolution
reported by the Committee on Constitution and By-Laws at such annual meetings, and adopted by an
affirmative vote of the majority of the registered delegates present and voting at such meetings. Any
proposed amendment shall first be approved by the Board of Directors of the Club in which the proposal
originated and submitted in writing by the Club Secretary to the District Constitution and By-Laws Committee
Chairperson, the District Governor, and Executive Secretary at least five (5) months prior to the convening of
the Multiple District Convention. The proposed changes shall then be promptly referred by the Executive
Secretary to the Constitution and By-Laws Committee for consideration. Amendments to the Constitution
may also originate with the Multiple District Council or the Constitution and By-Laws Committee. All
proposals shall be transmitted by the Multiple District Council of Governors to each club in Multiple District 11
at least thirty (30) days prior to the convening of the Multiple District Convention, with recommendations of
the Constitution and By-Laws Committee. Publication in the Lion Pride Magazine within the time limits
specified may be considered proper notice to each club. The Constitution and By-Laws Committee shall not
accept any proposal that is not received by the Executive Secretary at least five (5) months preceding the
next scheduled Multiple District Convention except those proposals which originate with the Multiple District
Constitution and By-Laws Committee or the Council of Governors.

1. In the event of a conflict between the provisions of this Constitution and the Constitution of the
International Association of Lions Clubs, the latter shall, in all such instances, be paramount and
prevail.

2. In the event of a conflict, as set forth in (1) above, the notice and balloting process for amending this

ConstitutonandBy-Laws t o conform to that of Lions Clubs



3. In the event of a conflict, as set forth in (1) above, the conforming of this Constitution to that of Lions
Clubs I nternati on a-lawsshalberastdamatic.ut i on and By

4. The Council of Governors shall annually acknowledge such conformity to such changes in the
Constitution and By-Laws of Lions Clubs International.

Section 2. Any amendment to this Constitution shall be effective at the close of the International Convention
immediately following the Multiple District 11 Convention at which the amendment is adopted, unless a
different effective date is provided in the proposal for amendment.

BY-LAWS

ARTICLE |
District Nominations and Elections

Section 1. Each District Governor shall appoint a member of the Multiple District Nominations Committee
and Elections Committee who shall each be a member in good standing of a chartered Lions Clubs in the
District, and shall not at the time of the appointment hold any Multiple District or International Office. Said
appointee shall receive natification of his/her appointment at least sixty (60) days prior to the Annual Multiple
District Convention or District Convention where District Elections will take place.

Section 2. The personnel of these committees, with their addresses, shall be sent to all clubs in their
respective District at least sixty (60) days prior to the annual District Convention.

Section 3. The Nominating Committeeman of each District shall receive the written nomination of any
gualified member in good standing for District Governor, Vice District Governor, and Region Chair, provided
that the nomination is endorsed by the majority of the members in good standing in his/her club; unless
provided otherwise by the District Constitution and By-Laws, such hominations must be filed at least sixty (60)
days prior to the opening session of the annual District Convention, with a copy to the Executive Secretary.
The Nominating Committee shall nominate and report to the respective District Meeting or Regional Meeting
at the Annual District Convention the names of such nominees as have been qualified. In the event no
nominations are received as hereinbefore provided, nominations of Lions in good standing may be made
from the floor of the Convention. Nomination speeches shall be limited to one of not over five (5) minutes
duration, and one seconding speech of not over three (3) minutes duration for each candidate.

Section 4. Elections for all district officers shall be conducted in accordance with Article VII, Section 9(a) of
the Constitution of the International Association of Lions Clubs as amended.

Section 5. In the event of a vacancy occurring in the office of District Governor, the vacancy shall be filled in
accordance with the provisions of the International Constitution. Upon the death or resignation of a District
Governor, it shall be the duty of the President of Lions Clubs International to appoint a successor.

Section 6. The following procedure will prevail for endorsement of a candidate from this Multiple District
seeking office in the international Association of Lions Clubs:

1. A Lion who has been a District Governor must give written notice of his intent to seek
endorsement to the State Office by registered mail or in person at least thirty (30) days prior to
the opening of the next annual Multiple District Convention. He/she must also receive
endorsement of the District Convention of his/her own District in accordance with the
Constitution of the International Association of Lions Clubs.
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2. A ballot of voting delegates (written, verbal, or hand) shall be taken at the Multiple District

Convention on the endorsement, with a provisionon t he bal l ot for voti ng
endor sement . ” A majority vote for no endor se
be considered that there is no endorsement.

3. In case there is only one candidate seeking endorsement, and a majority of the votes cast are
for endorsement, the candidate shall be declared endorsed, and no further balloting shall be
required.

4, In case there are two candidates, a written ballot will be taken. The candidate to be endorsed

will be selected by a majority of delegates present and voting. In case of a tie vote, the tie
shall be broken by lot between the two candidates.

5. In case of three or more candidates, a run-off vote will be taken and the two candidates
receiving the highest number of votes shall be selected for the final vote; EXCEPT if one
candidate receives a majority of all votes cast, then he shall receive the endorsement. In
case of a tie for second place, the tie shall be broken by lot between the parties involved.

6. The c andiddrsement sisall be walid for a period of two (2) years in accordance with
the International Association of Lions Clubs Constitution and By-Laws. The Multiple District
shall have no more than one (1) endorsement pending for more than one (1) office of the
International Board.

Section 7. The procedure for endorsement of a candidate from this Multiple District seeking the office of
Second Vice President in the International Association of Lions Clubs shall be the same as that for
International Director, EXCEPT that a candidate must have completed or be completing a two-year term as
International Director.

ARTICLE Il
Duties

Section 1. District Governor. The District Governor shall preside at all meetings of the Cabinet, and as
chief executive, shall supervise the work and activities of his District and shall perform such other duties as
pertain to that office and as set forth in the International Constitution and By-Laws. In the event of the
absence of the District Governor at a Cabinet Meeting or other District meeting, the Vice District Governor
shall perform the duties of the District Governor.

The District Governor shall have the authority to dismiss a Zone Chair, or any other District Officer, other than
the Vice District Governor or any Region Chair, for good and sufficient reason. The Vice District Governor or
any Region Chair can be removed only by a two-thirds vote of the Cabinet.

Section 2. Vice District Governor. The Vice District Governor, subject to the supervision and direction of
the District Governor, shall be the Chief Administrative Assistant to the District Governor. His/her specific
responsibilities shall be to:

1. Further the purposes and objects of this Association;

2. Familiarize himself with the duties of the District Governor so that in the event of a vacancy in
the office of District Governor, he/she will be better prepared to assume the duties and
responsibilities of said office;

3. Perform such administrative duties as may be assigned to him/her by the District Governor; and

4. Perform such other functions and acts as may be required of him/her by the International Board
of Directors through the Vice District Gover nc

5. Actively participate in all Cabinet and Council Meetings and conduct all meetings in the absence
of the District Governor; however, any expenses incurred shall not be the responsibility of
Multiple District 11.

6. Participate in the preparation of the district budget;
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7. Be actively engaged in all matters to be continued during the next year;
8. Participate in the review of the strengths and weaknesses of the clubs of the district; and
9. At the request of the District Governor, supervise appropriate district committees.

Section 3. Cabinet Secretary and/or Treasurer. Under the supervision and direction of the District
Governor and his/her Cabinet, the Cabinet Secretary and/or Treasurer shall keep an accurate record of the
proceedings of all meetings of the Cabinet, and shall within five (5) days after each meeting forward copies of
the minutes of the same to all members of the Cabinet, and the office of Lions Clubs International. He/she
shall also keep an accurate record of the proceedings of the Annual District Convention. He/she shall assist
the District Governor and the Cabinet in conducting the business of the District and shall perform such duties
as are specified or implied in the Constitution and By-Laws of this organization, or as may be assigned to
him/her from time to time by the Cabinet. He/she shall sign all notices and documents issued by the District,
keep the accounts, receive all monies paid to the District, including the Multiple District 11 per capita taxes
and other funds designated for administration by the Multiple District Council, and shall make an annual
report to the Cabinet at the meeting of the Cabinet immediately preceding the District Convention, and at
such other times as said Cabinet may require. He/she shall deposit all monies received by him in such bank
or banks as may be designated by the Cabinet and shall disburse the same by order of said Cabinet. He/she
shall turn over to the Multiple District Treasurer of Multiple District 11 all per capita taxes and other funds
designated for administration by the Multiple District Council, securing a proper receipt. His/her accounts,
books, and records shall at all times by open to inspection of the Cabinet, the District Governor, and any
auditor named by the Cabinet. He/she shall give bond for faithful performance of his/her duties in such sum
and with such suretiesas mayberequi r ed by the District Governor'
successor all the records and accounts which he/she has in his/her possession at the end of his/her tenure of
office.

Section 4. Region Chair. The Region Chair, if the positionisut i | i zed during the Dist

shall be a member of the District Governor’'s Cabi

these Conventions by at least the full quota of delegates to which they are entitled. He/she shall supervise
and assist the Zone Chairmen of his Region in the performance of their duties; and he/she shall cooperate

with them in holding regularly scheduled meetings

shall also cooperate with the Zone Chairmen in arranging Zone Meetings (meetings to which all Lions in the
Zone are invited), and he/she may attend same when called upon to do so. He/she shall further cooperate
with his Zone Chairmen in promoting attendance at Charter Nights of newly organized clubs. The official
actions of the Region Chair shall be under the supervision of the District Governor. In the event the Region
Chair, for any reason, cannot perform the duties of his/her office, or in any event, that the office, for any
reason, is vacated, the District Governor shall appoint a successor to serve for the unexpired term. This
appointment must be approved by a two-thirds vote of the Cabinet. PROVIDED, however, that each
respective District Governor shall have the authority to determine whether the position of Region Chair will be
utilized during his/her term. If not so utilized, the position of Region Chair shall remain vacant during the said
District Governor's term.

Section 5. Zone Chair. The Zone Chair shall be a member and the Chairperson of the District Gover nor

Advisory Committee (committee composed of the Club Presidents and Secretaries of his Zone). The Zone
Chair shall hold regularly scheduled Advisory Committee meetings, as provided in Section 2 of Article X of
this Multiple District organization* s Consti tuti on. He/ she shall be

Zone Chair shall make a report of each Advisory Committee Meeting and send copies within five (5) days
thereafter to his/her Region Chair (if the position is utilized duringth e Di stri ct Governor ' s
Governor, and the office of Lions Clubs International. It shall be his/her duty to see that every club within

It shall be his/her duty to promote the annual District, Multiple District, and
International Conventions among the clubs in his/her Zone, and he/she shall endeavor to have his/her clubs
represented at each of these conventions by at least the full quotas of delegates to which they are entitled.

The official actions of the Zone Chair shall be under the supervision of the District Governor and the Region

Chair of the Region of which the Zone is a part (if the position of Region Chair is utilized during the District

Go v er nor 'Inghe event the)Zone Chair, for any reason, cannot or does not efficiently and to the best
interest of Lionism perform the duties of his/her office, or in the event the office is, for any reason, vacated,

the District Governor shall appoint a successor to serve for the unexpired term.

Section 6. Executive Secretary. The Executive Secretary is the manager of the Multiple District Office of
the Lions of Michigan and is responsible for the hiring and dismissal of office personnel. Under the
supervision of the Multiple District Council, the Executive Secretary shall keep an accurate record of the
proceedings of all meetings of the Multiple District Council, and shall within ten (10) days after each meeting
forward copies of the minutes of same to all members of the Multiple District Council and the Office of Lions
Clubs International. He/she shall assist the Multiple District Council in conducting the business of the District,
and shall perform such duties as are specified in the Constitution and By-Laws, or as may be assigned to
him/her by the Multiple District Council. The Multiple District Council shall provide office space, furnishings,
equipment, and supplies for the Executive Secretary in the manner the Council deems appropriate. The
Executive Secretary shall give bond for the faithful performance of his/her duties in such sureties as may be
required by the Council of Governors.

Section 7. Multiple District Treasurer. Under the supervision and direction of the Multiple District Council,
the Multiple District Treasurer shall have control of the disbursements and receipts as regards all funds that
are turned over to him/her by the various Cabinet Secretary-Treasurers and Committees of the Multiple
District. All checks drawn by the Multiple District Treasurer against all funds shall be signed by one or more
persons as authorized by the Multiple District Council of Governors. He/she shall receive an accounting
suitable for auditing from all committees handling funds, for auditing purposes only. He/she shall deposit all
monies received in such bank or banks as may be designated by the Multiple District Council and shall
disburse same by order of said Multiple District Council. His/her accounts, books, and records shall at all
times be open to the inspection of the Multiple District Council and any auditors named by the Multiple District
Council. He/she shall give bond for the faithful performance of his/her duties in such sureties as may be
required by the Multiple District Council. He/she shall turn over all accounts and records to his/her successor
at the termination of his/her tenure of office.

Section 8. The Multiple District Council. The Multiple District Council is the deliberative and assisting
body in the formulation of administrative plans and policies affecting the Multiple District. It shall make all
contracts and approve all bills. It shall designate a depository for all funds and set the amount of corporate
surety bond for the Multiple District Treasurer and approve the surety company with which he shall be
bonded. It shall demand and receive from the Multiple District Treasurer financial reports semi-annually or
more frequently, if necessary, and shall make provisions for a certified audit at the end of the fiscal year of
the books and accounts of the Multiple District Treasurer, and shall be responsible for the preparation of
detailed written reports of all funds for the immediate preceding fiscal year and the current calendar year to a
date not more than thirty (30) days prior to the convention of the Multiple District Convention, for submission
to the Multiple District Convention. Copies of this report shall be given to each convention delegate and also
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mailed to each club as a part of the Official Convention report. It shall, in the event of a surplus being left in
any fund and/or account, make provisions for placing same in the hands of the succeeding Multiple District
Council. When deemed or found necessary, it shall recommend to the Multiple District Convention changes
pertaining to the amount of Multiple District per capita tax. It shall appoint a Sergeant-At-Arms and such
Sergeants-At-Arms for the Multiple District Convention as are deemed necessary.

Section 8(a). Multiple District Council Chair. Under the general supervision of the International Board of
Directors, he/she shall be the administrative officer of the Multiple District. His/her specific responsibilities
shall be to:
1. Further the Purposes and Objects of this Association;
2. Provide leadership, direction, and initiative for International and Multiple District programs,
goals, and long range planning;
3. Create and foster harmony and unity among sub-districts, and assist District Governors to
solve issues;
Preside over the Multiple District Convention and all Council Meetings;
Submit reports and perform such duties as may be required by the Multiple District
Constitution and By-Laws;
6. Perform other such administrative duties as may be assigned by the Multiple District Council
of Governors; and
7. Facilitate, at the close of his/her term of office, the timely presentation of all Multiple District
accounts, funds, and records to his/her successor in office.

Section9. Di strict GoverThloe 6Bi Ltarbii mtetGovernor’s Cabinet i
body to the District Governor in the formulation of administrative plans and policies affecting the welfare of

Lionism within the District. It shall serve in an advisory and administrative capacity only. Through the Region

Chairs (if utilized during the District Gove r nor s term), it shall receive re
emanate from and concern the Clubs and Zones in the respective Regions. It shall supervise the collection

of all funds pertaining to the Multiple District per capita taxes and other funds designated for administration by
the Multiple District Council, and it shall designate a depository for all such funds. When deemed or found
necessary, it shall recommend to the Multiple District Council changes pertaining to the amount of Multiple

District per capita tax collected to defray the administrative expenses within the District. It shall authorize the
payment, out of the funds of the District, of all legitimate expenses pertaining to the administration of the

affairs of the District. It shall set the amount of corporate surety bond for the Cabinet Secretary and/or

Treasurer and shall approve the surety company with which he shall be bonded. It shall demand and receive

from the Cabinet Secretary and/or Treasurer financial reports semi-annually or more frequently, if necessary.

It shall make provisions for an audit at the end of the fiscal year of the books and accounts of the Cabinet

Secretary and/or Treasurer, a copy of which audit shall be mailed to the District Governor, the Region Chairs

(if utilized), and the Office of Lions Clubs International. It shall receive such other reports from the Cabinet
Secretary and/or Treasurer as are found necessary from time to time. At the first meeting of this Cabinet,

there shall be agreed upon a definite schedule of Cabinet Meetings to be held during the year, and insofar as
possible, definite dates and places of such meetings.

Section10. Di strict Gover nor 0s Thidcommittee iyan Gdvisom bodytfreneits Zone
to the District Governor and his/her Cabinet, and it represents all the clubs in the Zone in this capacity. It
shall serve in an advisory and administrative capacity only. From the Club Presidents and Secretaries, which
club officers, with Zone Chairs, constitute its membership, this committee shall receive recommendations
affecting the welfare of Lionism and the Clubs in the Zone. It shall relay to the District Governor and his/her
Cabinet, through its Region Chair, information and recommendations affecting the welfare of Lionism it its
Zone, its Region, and the District. It shall hold at least three, and preferably four meetings during the year. It
shall assist the Zone Chair in his endeavors to have every club within the Zone operating efficiently under the
Lions Clubs International Standard Form Constitution and By-Laws. It shall promote attendance from the
Clubs in the Zone at the Annual District, Multiple District, and International Conventions. It shall assist the
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Zone Chair in promotion among the clubs in Zone inter-club meetings (meetings of Lions Clubs with other
Lions Clubs) and such other social activities as golf, bowling, and softball tournaments; banquets, anniversary
celebrations, special functions such as meetings in observance of District Governor Week; honoring Key
Members, Monarchs, etc.; installation of officers, induction of new members; ladies nights, outings, and other
similar functions.

Section11l. Di strict Governor 0s TFhechiefimassion of this committed sbadl be to
promote harmony throughout the District. In this connection, the members of this committee shall be known

as “ambassadors of good will ."” The Chair of this ¢
Cabinet when and as called upon by the District Governor to do so; and the Chair may be an ex-officio
member of the District Governor’'s Cabinet. The off

ARTICLE 1l
State and Multiple District Projects

Section 1. A multiple district project shall be a 501(c)(3) organization that meets the criteria in Section 2
below. A state project shall be a 501(c)(3) organization that has met the criteria of Section 2 below, as well
as having been endorsed as a project of Single District 10. Multiple district or state project status shall be a
commitment by the multiple district to recognize a 501(c)(3) organization as an official agency and to
encourage all sub-districts and clubs to support such projects by financial contributions or otherwise.

Section 2-a. In order for a project to be considered for the designation of a multiple district project, the
following must be done:

1. A representative of the proposed project must petition each sub-district for their endorsement
designating the proposed project as a project of their sub-district. Endorsements are to be
made by an affirmative vote of the delegates of eachsub-di st ri ct’'s annual col
remain in effect unless rescinded by a subsequent affirmative vote.
2. Once the project has obtained Letters of Endorsement from no less than two-thirds (2/3) of the
sub-di stricts’ Cabinet Sedirettrairdte’ss i emnlda@rag é mgnt t
project, and the project desires to be a multiple district project, the project may then petition the
Council of Governors for the project to be considered as a multiple district project.
3. Once the Council of Governors has received the letters of endorsement of the proposed project
showing that they have secured the needed two-thirds (2/3) minimum of sub-district
endorsements, the Council of Governors shall direct the Multiple District Constitution and By-
Laws Committee to draw the proper amendment to include the proposed project in the By-Laws
of the Multiple District and that said amendment be placed before the delegates of the next
Multiple District Convention.
4. Petitions for inclusion as a multiple district project must be received by the Multiple District
Council of Governors no less than one hundred twenty (120) days prior to the convening of the
Multiple District Convention.
5. An affirmative vote of the delegates at the multiple district convention is required for
endorsement as a multiple district project.

Section 2-b. In order for a project to obtain the designation as a state project, all criteria in Section 2-A
above must be accomplished. In addition, an endorsement must be approved by vote of the delegates of
Single District 10 at their annual convention.

Section 3. Leader Dogs for the Blind, Welcome Homes, the Michigan Eye Bank are recognized as state

projects. The Lions Visually Impaired Youth Camp (Bear Lake Camp) is recognized as a multiple district
projects.
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Section 4. Each sub-district may, at their discretion, recognize projects independent of the Multiple District.

Section 5. To continue recognition as a multiple district or state project, the organization must:

Section 6. Should a multiple district or state project fail to meet any of the criteria outlined in paragraph 5
above, the following remediation process is to be followed.

notification shall include the specific deficiency and a requirement for the project to be

considered in good standing. The project Chief Executive Officer must respond in writing

within 60 days of receipt indicating what steps have been taken to correct each deficiency.

The Council of Governors shall also notify the Multiple District or State Project Committee
Chairman of the action taken.

The Council of Governors shall evaluate the response at its next regularly scheduled
meeting. Should the multiple district or state project not respond or should the Council of
Governors determine that the response is not satisfactory, the Council will begin the
decertification process. If progress is indicated, the Council of Governors may grant an
extension of time in which additional steps may be taken for certification to continue. Any
extension shall not exceed the time beyond the next scheduled Council of Governors
meeting. A two-thirds (2/3) vote of the present and voting members of the Council of
Governors is required to recommend decertification as a multiple district or state project.

The Council of Governors shall make a recommendation on decertification at the Council of
Governors meeting immediately following the deadline established for response to the
decertification notice. If additional information is requested or additional remedial action is
required, the requirement for a vote may be extended to the next scheduled meeting. Only
one extension shall be granted.

Once the Council of Governors has voted, the Council of Governors recommendation will
identify the specific requirements that they determine have not been met and present the
question of decertification to the membership present at the next Multiple District 11
convention. An affirmative vote of the delegates at the multiple district convention is

required to

The Council of Governors shall notify the multiple district or state project and the Project
Committee Chairman that the response meets the criteria to remain a multiple district or
state project or that the organization has been recommended for removal from the multiple

district or state project list.

Section 7. Following an affirmative decertification vote by the Council of Governors, the decertified project

must:
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a. be notified by the Council of Governors that the organization is no longer considered a
multiple district or state project, and

b. the multiple district or state project committee shall be terminated, and

c. the Chairman of the Council of Governors shall report the decertification of the multiple
district or state project to Lions Clubs International.

Section 1-b. The Council of Governors shall appoint the following: A Leader Dogs for the Blind Committee, a
Welcome Homes Committee, a Michigan Eye-Bank Committee and a Lions Visually Impaired Youth Camp
(Bear Lake Camp) Committee for the purpose of promoting and aiding the work of these officially sanctioned
Multiple District 11 projects. These committees shall be standing committees and appointments of committee
members shall be as specified in Section 2 and Section 6 of this Article. At the option of the Council of
Governors, a standing committee shall be added to Section 1-a and committee members appointed for any
project attaining multiple district project status as defined in By-Laws, Article Il1.

Section 2. Each standing committee shall consist of one member from each district, appointed by the
Governor of each District of Multiple District 11. The Council shall annually designate a member of each
committee as Chairperson of such committee, with the exception of the Membership, Extension, Retention
and Leadership Committees. The Council, by majority vote, shall have the right to remove any member of
any committee. A member may be removed by the Governor of his District.

Section 3. The Liaison Committee shall consist of one (1) member from each District of Multiple Districts 11
and District 10, appointed by the Governor of each District. Unless otherwise a member of the committee by
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appointment, any current or past International Director, International Vice President or International President
residing in Multiple District 11 or District 10, shall be ex-officio members of the committee without a vote. The
Chair of the committee shall be the current or most recent International Director, International Vice President
or International President, whether serving on the committee by appointment or ex-officio. In the event that
there are no current or past International directors, Vice Presidents or Presidents residing within Multiple
District 11 or District 10, then the Council of Governors of the Multiple District 11 and District 10 shall, by
mutual agreement, annually appoint a member of the committee to serve as Chair of the committee. The
duties of this committee shall be to assist and advise the council in the use and administration of the
Restricted Fund, as established in the Constitution. Any withdrawal of monies from the Restricted Fund shall
be the result of a majority vote of the members of this committee and also a majority vote of the Council of
Governors in joint session. On all matters, the Council shall consult with the Governor of District 10. This
committee shall be called into session as deemed advisable by the Council of Governors.

Section 4. The Council of Governors, in conjunction with the Governor of MD 10, shall appoint an

International Convention Committee composed of one (1) member from each District of MD 11 and one (1)
member from District 10 for the purpose of planning
participation in the International Convention. The Governors of MD 11 and District 10 shall designate the
Chairperson annually. The Committee shall submit reports annually to the Multiple District Convention and

the District 10 Convention, and at such other times as required. The Council, in conjunction with the

Governor of District 10, shall have the right to remove any member of this Committee.

Section 5-a. The Council of Governors, in conjunction with the Governor of District 10, shall appoint a
Strategic Planning Committee composed of the Multiple District Membership Chair, the Multiple District
Extension Chair, the Multiple District Retention Committee Chair, the Multiple District Leadership Chair, the
Chair of the Council of Governors, the Immediate Past Chair of the Council of Governors, the Multiple District
Constitution and By-Laws Chair, the Chair of the Multiple District Public Relations Committee, and a
representative of District 10, plus a representative appointed for a one-year term by the District Governor
from each district not represented in the aforementioned list.

Section 5-b. The Council of Governors, in conjunction with the Governor of MD 10, shall appoint a Lions of
Michigan All State Band Committee composed of one (1) member form each District of MD 11 and one (1)
member from District 10 for the purpose of planning, promoting, and arranging details of the operating of the
Lions of Michigan All State Band. The Council of Governors of MD 11 and the Governor of District 10 shall,
by mutual agreement, annually appoint a member of the Committee to chair the committee.

Section 6-a. The following Committees shall be composed of one (1) member appointed from each District
for a 2-year term:

Section 6-b. The following Committees shall be composed of one (1) member from each District appointed
for a 3-year term:
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1. Membership

2. Extension

3. Retention

4. Leadership
(Upon recommendation of the Council of Governors, the Chairs of the above committees shall
be appointed by Lions International for three (3) year terms. The Chair shall not be selected
from the District appointees, and the Chair shall not vote on matters to come before the
committee.)

5. Multiple District Convention

Section 7. All other Standing Committees shall be composed of one (1) member from each District
appointed for a one (1) year term.

Section 8. Each Committee Chair shall submit reports to the Council of Governors as may be requested and
shall make an annual report, oral or written or both, to the Multiple District Convention as requested. Such
reports shall be summarized in the convention minutes.

Section 9. The duties of the committees shall be as prescribed by the Council of Governors in the Manual of
Operational Rules, Procedures, and Policies.

Section 10. The Council shall have jurisdiction over all committee funds, except as otherwise herein
provided or as the Council may authorize.

Section 11. The Council may appoint such special or ad hoc committees as it may consider necessary from
time to time to perform such duties as the Council may direct and authorize. Such special or ad hoc
committees shall not continue beyond the term of the Council which appoints them, nor shall the duties
assigned to or prescribed for such special or ad hoc committees duplicate or overlap duties of Standing
Committees.

ARTICLE V
Rules for Convention Procedure

Section 1. The Multiple District Council shall arrange a program for the Multiple District Convention and the
same shall be the order of the day for all sessions.

Robert 6s Rul es of ¢6haldevern all phdiamenyary Brecedurs exaept as
otherwise provided in the Rules of Procedure adopted by the Convention.

Section 3. All resolutions, other than recognition resolutions, proposed to be presented to the Annual
Multiple District Convention shall be submitted to the Council of Governors for consideration at their last
Council meeting preceding the annual Multiple District Convention, so as to enable the Council to transmit
such resolutions to each Club in Multiple District 11 at least thirty (30) days before the annual Multiple District
Convention.

ARTICLE VI
Fiscal Year

Section 1. The fiscal year of this Multiple District shall be from the day following the close of the International
Convention through the last day of the next succeeding International Convention.
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ARTICLE VII
Joint Action with District 10

Section 1. The Council of Governors of Multiple District 11 is hereby authorized to enter into a joint policy
agreement with the Governor of District 10, such agreement to be binding for any specified term, or until
terminated by agreement or by provisions therein contained.

Section 2. Such policy agreement may provide for joint sessions of the Council of Governors of both Multiple
District 11 and District 10, jointly called by the Governor of District 10 and the MD 11 Council Chair or as
determined by joint action at a joint meeting of the Governors.

Section 3. Attendance and voting at joint sessions may be in person or by representative duly appointed by
the Governor unable to attend in person.

Section 4. Policy agreements shall contain such provisions as may be necessary to provide for joint
undertakings and to promote the joint and mutual benefits sought to be derived out of such joint activity.

ARTICLE VI
Amendments

Section 1. These By-Laws can be amended only at the Annual Multiple District Convention by resolution
reported by the Committee on Constitution and By-Laws at such annual meetings and adopted by an
affirmative vote of a majority of the registered delegates present and voting at such meetings. Any proposed
amendment shall first be approved by the Board of Directors of the Club in which the proposal originated and
submitted in writing by the Club Secretary to the District Constitution and By-Laws Committee Chair, the
District Governor, and Executive Secretary at least five (5) months prior to the convening of the Multiple
District Convention. The proposed changes shall then be promptly referred by the Executive Secretary to the
Constitution and By-Laws Committee for consideration. Amendments to these By-Laws may also originate
with the Multiple District Council or the Constitution and By-Laws Committee. All proposals shall be
transmitted by the Multiple District Council of Governors to each club in Multiple District 11 at least (30) days
prior to the convening of the Multiple District Convention, with recommendations of the Constitution and By-
Laws Committee. Publication in the Lions Pride Magazine within the time limits specified may be considered
proper notice to each club. The Constitution and By-Laws Committee shall not accept any proposal that is
not received by the Executive Secretary at least five (5) months preceding the next scheduled Multiple District
Convention except those proposals which originate with the Multiple District Constitution and By-Laws
Committee or the Council of Governors.

1. In the event of a conflict between the provisions of this Constitution and the Constitution of the
International Association of Lions Clubs, the latter shall, in all such instances, be paramount and
prevail.
2. In the event of a conflict, as set forth in (1) above, the notice and balloting process for amending this
ConstitutonandBy-Laws t o conform to that of Lions Cl ubs
3. Inthe event of a conflict, as set forth in (1) above, the conforming of this Constitution to that of Lions
Clubs I nternati on a-lawsshalberastdmatic.ut i on and By
4. The Council of Governors shall annually acknowledge such conformity to such changes in the
Constitution and By-Laws of Lions Clubs International.

Section 2. Any amendment to these By-Laws shall be effective at the close of the Lions International

Convention immediately following the Multiple District 11 Convention at which the amendment is adopted,
unless a different effective date is provided in the proposal for amendment.
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ARTICLE IX
Constitution of International Association of Lions Clubs

Section 1. In the event that the Constitution of the International Association of Lions Clubs shall be
amended, deleted, or otherwise changed in such manner as to render any part of the Constitution and/or By-
Laws in derogation thereof, such change shall not render this Constitution inoperable until the next ensuing
annual convention of Multiple District 11, and shall not render it so inoperable until proper opportunity is
presented under the provisions of this Constitution and By-Laws to correct such affected articles and
sections.

Section 2. In the event of such change, the Council of Governors and such duly authorized committees as
shall have power to act shall conduct the affairs of this organization during the interim until the next Annual
Convention in accordance with the changes which may have been made in the International Constitution
and/or By-Laws in conjunction with the existing pertinent articles and Sections of this Constitution and/or By-
Laws.
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
